Government funding is becoming more and more constrained.  The preference for 

organisations to seek alliances, partnerships or mergers to help concentrate effort 

and deliverables is becoming more and more obvious.  It is time that organisations 

acquire the skills and knowledge to make the most of the tendering process and stay 

one step ahead in the works of politics and decision-making.

IS YOUR BUSTOP MOVING? 

WSCF TRANSPORT PROJECT 
 

Community organisations, and people living in 

Region 4, it is now an excellent time to make 

representations to the bus planners at the 

ministry of transport to increase transport 

options to your community. You, or your clients, 

may be affected by the proposed changes. 

Recent examples have been advocating for bus 

stops near community facilities, which may 

have been withdrawn e.g. Karabi Community 

Centre once had a bus stop outside its premises, but was moved several yearS ago. 

 

Contract Region 4 is bounded by Hawkesbury River to the North, Galston to the North 

East, Box Hill and Rouse Hill to the North West, Parramatta to the South East and 

Blacktown to the South West. The Ministry of Transport has provided a profile on the 

region, you can view the document here. Some bus routes are changing and others 

are not changing at all.  

 

Feedback around proposed routes have been extended to 23 May. If you want to

Things to consider to “have  your say” 

 

Timetable issues 

 

o Timetable issues are presently not being addressed in the 

questionnaire. How frequent will buses arrive? 

o Will buses arrive to connect with trains?  Will it occur in a timely 

manner? 

o The new proposed routes don’t talk about timetabling issues. These are 

important for bus users in Western Sydney, as often buses don’t run 

after 7pm and on weekends there are restricted services (unlike eastern 

Sydney). 

 

Specific Target Groups? 

 

o How will culturally and linguistically diverse groups input into the 

consultative process?  

o 14% work in manufacturing according to the regional profile, often 

employees work shift work, how will this be integrated into the system? 

 

Accessibility? 

 

o Is the bus stop accessible?
